GRADUATING SHAWNEE
MARKETA MCCABE SCHOLARSHIP

Marketa was a Medford Lakes resident studying civil and environmental engineering
at Rowan University. She strongly advocated for greater representation of women
and minority groups in STEM fields. Cardiac arrhythmia tragically caused Marketa's
heart to stop in her sleep on March 13, 2021. She was almost 20 years old. In honor
of her legacy, Marketa's Journey, Inc., a non-profit organization, was created to
provide scholarships for young women interested in pursuing STEM, particularly
those interested in engineering or environmental studies. To date, Marketa's Journey
has awarded almost $10,000 in scholarships, donated $1,450 to local organizations,
and contributed 410 hours of volunteer time. Application deadline for this year’s
Shawnee Scholarship of $1,000 is 3/15/2025.
